Germany's National Amila meeting on 27" of March 2021. In this meeting Huzoor (May
Allah be his Helper) graciously gave detailed guideline regarding Lajna Imaillah centenary.
Huzoor (May Alldh be his Helper) said:

"What truly maiters is that upon the fulfilment of 100 vears [of Lajna Imaillah], every
single member of Lajna and Nasirat should be fully involved in the affairs of the
Ahmadiyva Muslim Community. And should be acting upon its teachings. Every single
one of them should be regular in the worship of Allah. And in reciting and acting upon
the Holy Qur'an. Every member should have the strongest possible bond with the
Jama'at. These are the fundamental objectives.|In regards to donating money or
building a mosque or any other work is something that you all are regularly doing
anyway. However, what is of utmaost importance is that upon the completion of 100
vears [of Lajna Imaillah]. no person should be able to raise their finger and say that
though 100 years have been completed and they are celebrating their centenary,
however only 75% of their members are actually invalved in their activities or 50% of
their members are involved in their activities. And that the rest of the members do not
dress modestly even though the Holy Qur’an has instructed to dress modestly; or, that
the Holy Qur'an has instructed to observe pardah [veil], however they fail to properly
observe it; or, it is mentioned in the Holy Qur’an that one should fulfil the rights of
Allah, however many of its members fail to do so; similarly, it is the commandment of
Allah to fulfil the rights of mankind, however there are many among them who fail v
fulfil those rights. Therefore, if majority or even 50% are not fully adhering to the
Sfundamental teachings of Islam then there will be no benefit in commemorating the
centenary. So, it is important that along with completion of @ 100 yvears of Lajna
Imaillak, you should ascertain how swrong the faith is of vour members. You should
make a scheme for this as well. "

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How to Use the Lajna Syllabus 2022-24

By the grace of Allah ta’ala, Lajna Ima’illah Canada has started a new year as of October 2022
and with it a new 2-year Lajna Syllabus is being introduced for our Ta’lim, Tarbiyat & Tabligh
Lajna Classes.

WHO IS THIS SYLLABUS FOR?
The Lajna syllabus has been designed for all Lajna members, including Lajna students.

The previous syllabus received positive feedback and based on this, the new curriculum
continues to cover basic fundamentals of Islam and tackles current day issues faced by Ahmadi
Muslim women.

Lajna members in Canada come from different cultural backgrounds and life experiences. The
Lajna classes are a space to learn from each other so that we have a broader understanding of the
world we live in and a stronger connection to each other in our sisterhood.

CLASS STRUCTURE
As before, this syllabus covers Talim, Tarbiyat and Tabligh and all 3 departments will work
together to organize the Lajna classes. Please note the following:

e Every majlis is expected to hold a minimum of TWO classes per centre (so if a
majlis has more than one centre that holds this class, then each centre should hold class
at least twice).

e Every Majlis is expected to hold two classes in English and two in Urdu (at a
minimum) - there is no longer any exclusive “Lajna Student class” to be held

e If ALL Lajna members understand English, then a Majlis does not need to organize class
in Urdu. However, if Urdu class is necessary, then English class must be arranged as
well.

o Majalis are to hold a minimum of 2 Lajna classes a month that are at a minimum, 1
hour long each; therefore, the monthly material should be easily covered within at least
2 hours.
o The class should only be in one language; the suggested agenda does not include time
for translation (if using Zoom, translation can be presented on screen)

HOW ARE WE LEARNING?

This 2-year syllabus has been divided into terms, and each term has 6 months. Each month has a
specific topic based on Huqullah and Huququl Ibad.

In designing the syllabus we have kept both the individual Lajna member as a student of the
Lajna class and the teachers of the Lajna class in mind.

1.

As a student, I will Inshallah attend and participate in my local Lajna classes and on my
own time, I will take the time to study the Lajna Syllabus and explore all of the additional
resources and links that have been provided

As a teacher, I will take the time to properly prepare for the class by studying the
additional material and making notes and then put together a plan for how I am going to
teach the class (tools I can use for example: powerpoint slides/Prezi/Slidesgo, Kahoot or
Mentimeter, zoom poll, etc)

A new feature of the Lajna syllabus is the effort to offer an interactive learning
experience. As you scroll through, you will see some words in blue font, which are all
links. When we click on the words in blue, a new tab will open with an article/video/book
that will help us learn about a topic in-depth.

There are sections called “Self-Study/Teaching Guide” where we have provided
teachers the material to review to prepare for the class and for individual sisters who wish
to learn the material in-depth.

3. There are sections that are optional - these items have been added for those Majalis who
quickly cover all of the required material and teachers need the extra material and/or
those sisters who are eager to learn over and above the main syllabus requirements.

WHAT ARE WE LEARNING?

A. The Holy Quran

Based on the topic for the quarter, we will be studying relevant verses of the Holy Quran. Links
have been provided that take you directly to the individual verse and at the top of the section we
have included a Self-Study/Teaching Guide where there is a list of commentaries (books of
Tafseer), Darsul Quran and Friday Sermon videos that discuss the relevant verse.

B. Hadith

Like the Holy Quran section, the Ahadith have been selected based on the theme of the quarter.
While studying this section, make note of the Sunnah of the Holy Prophets? and how we can
inculcate hiss? beautiful example in our own life.

C. Prayers

We are learning prayers that for some members may be new and some members may need to
refresh. Please make sure to memorize these prayers including their translation. The purpose
and occasion for using these prayers has also been explained.

D. Etiquette

This is a new section in which we will review the etiquette for different aspects of our daily lives.
Sometimes we are in a situation where we are not sure what to do, so we will review the Islamic
guidance on commonly asked questions by members.

E. The Promised Messiah’s2s Book

Inshallah, we will be reading one book per three months (two books per term). This section also
includes an optional extra book for those sisters and/or Majalis that cover the mandatory book
quickly.

Note to Teachers: Please encourage members to read the book at home on their own time rather
than read it during the class together. Use the class time to present the main points,
discuss difficult passages that members may not have understood completely, and
discuss the impact of the book on our own personal lives.

E. Pearls of Wisdom

Here we are watching two videos in one class of the month of guidance of Sayyedna Hazrat
Aqdas Khalifatul Masih V2,

F. Khilafat Ala Minhajun Nabbuwah

As instructed by Sayyedna Hazrat Aqdas Khalifatul Masih V22, we are continuing in the study of
this book, Khilafat Ala Minhajun Nabbuwah.

G. What Should We do?

Here we will discuss current Tarbiyat-related issues that are in keeping with the monthly
theme. A question or scenario is presented and members are encouraged to ask questions and
engage in a discussion. At times it may seem like the topic does not apply to all members, but
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they actually do. Some are modern day issues that older Lajna members may need to learn about,
and some issues that younger members are facing can be solved through the guidance and life
experience of older members.

We have included a Self-Study/Teaching Guide to help the teacher in her preparation for this
discussion and/or for sisters who are interested in learning more about the topic.

H. Tabligh Discussion/Activity

In this final section, members will be encouraged to participate in a discussion on a specific
question with their personal contacts and engaged in activities to make new contacts and/or
further strengthen their ties with their current contacts.

I. Spending in the Way of Allah (Mal Department)

Only in the first month of the term, we are requesting local Secretary Mal Sahiba to present
on the importance and blessings of financial sacrifices and review the obligatory chandas for
Lajna.

We pray that sisters will find this new Lajna Syllabus beneficial. We welcome your feedback and
suggestions.

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Umar ibn Khattab relates: “We were sitting one day with the Holy Prophets2 when a man
appeared among us whose clothes were of an intense whiteness, whose hair was very black, who
bore no mark of travel and who was not known to any of us. He sat down in front of the Holy
Prophets2, their knees touching, and placing his hands on his thighs he said: ‘Muhammad, tell me
about Islam.’

The Holy Prophets2 said: ‘Islam is that you should bear witness that there is no one worthy of
worship save Allah alone and that Muhammad is His Messenger, and that you should observe
Prayer, pay the Zakat, observe the fast during Ramadhan, and perform the Pilgrimage to the
House if you can afford the journey either.’

The man said: ‘That is right.” We were surprised that he inquired and also confirmed the
correctness of the answer. He then said: ‘Tell me about faith.’

The Holy Prophets2 said: “That you should believe in Allah, His Angels, His Books, His
Messengers, the Last Day, and that you should believe that He determines the measure of good
and evil.’
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The man said: ‘That is right. Now tell me about the due performance of obligations.” The Holy
Prophets? said: “That you should worship Allah as if you are beholding Him, and if not then in the
consciousness that He is watching you.’

The man said: ‘Now tell me about the Hour of Judgement.’

The Holy Prophets2 said: He who is being asked knows no more about it than the one who asks.’
The man then said: ‘Well, tell me some of the signs of its approach.’

The Holy Prophets2 made the answer: ‘That the handmaiden should give birth to her master and
that barefooted, bare bodied, penurious goatherds should be seen lording it in great mansions.’
Then the man departed, and I remained for a while.

The Holy Prophets2 said to me: ‘Umar, do you know who the questionnaire was?’
I said: ‘Allah and His Messenger know best.’
Hes2 said: ‘It was Gabriel who came to instruct you in your faith’.

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Hazrat Mu'az™ was riding pillion with the Holy Prophets2 when the latter called him by name and
he responded: At your service, Messenger of Allah, may you be happy. This was repeated three
times and thereafter the Holy Prophet said: Of the servants of Allah whoever affirms with perfect
sincerity of heart that there is none worthy of worship save Allah and that Muhammad is His
servant and His Messenger will be safeguarded by Allah against the Fire. Mu'az said: Messenger
of Allah, shall I proclaim this among the people so that they may be cheered? He said; No, lest they
should depend entirely upon this. Mu'az disclosed this only at the approach of death, fearing lest
he should be held guilty of holding back something that was within his ken (Bukhari and Muslim).

In the same virtual mulaqat [of the missionaries of Germany with Hazrat Amirul Momineen,
Khalifatul Masih V22, which was held on 15 November 2020], a missionary asked, “Huzoor?
mentioned Tahajud prayers in the beginning. One can easily wake up during the winter period,
but what would be the best way to do this on a regular basis throughout the year here in these
countries?”

Huzoor?2 replied: “This depends on how deep your relationship is with Allah the Exalted and
how much love you have for Him. You do manage to take time for other things. Do you not? If
the Isha prayers are offered at 10 pm or 10:30 pm in Germany, and the morning prayers are
offered at 2:30 am, or 2:45 am or 3 am ... in fact, sehri is a lot earlier here in the UK whilst it is
an hour later in Germany. There is a difference of approximately 30-45 minutes.
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“So, sleep for two hours, or one and a half hours, then wake up to offer prayers and then go to
sleep again for an hour or two after offering the Fajr prayer. One has to make their own routine.

“If one has a yearning or passion to do something within their heart, then one manages to find
ways to do those things. During your exam period in Jamia, you had to study and you stayed
awake during the nights to prepare for the exams; you offer Tahajud whenever you are concerned
about something, right? This is all about mindset. If you can train your mindset to achieve this
goal, then Allah the Exalted will help you.

“There are people who sleep for an hour and a half at night, and then wake up to offer the
Tahajud prayer and then sleep after the Fajr prayer for whatever time they have.

“You will have to manage time for this. After all, you have the whole day available to you besides
this. You can sleep for an hour in the afternoon in order to catch up on sleep. This is not a
difficult matter. One can actively perform worship in their youth. You people are young. This is
your time [to do this]. This is the time to reap as much benefit as you can from this. Do your best
to fulfil the rights of worship to your maximum capacity.

While providing guidance regarding a question asked by the head of the Arabic Desk
concerning salat al-tasbih, Hazrat Amirul Momineen, Khalifatul Masih V2 in his letter dated 19
July 2020, stated:

“Classical scholars have differing views on the ahadith concerning salat al-tasbih; some have
declared these ahadith to be acceptable and some have questioned the asnaad of these ahadith
and declared them as fabricated.

“Similarly, the four imams also differ on this point. Hazrat Imam Ahmad™ ibn Hanbal does not
even give the status of mustahabb to this prayer, while other jurists call it mustahabb and are
also convinced of its excellence.

“From the ahadith narrated about salat al-tasbih, it is absolutely evident that the Holy
Prophets2 himself never performed this prayer and there is no evidence regarding the Rightly-
Guided caliphs having performed this prayer. Similarly, we do not find any narration of this
prayer from the Promised Messiah, the ardent devotee of the Holy Prophets who was sent for
the Second Revival of Islam.

“However, if a person wants to offer this prayer, then we should keep in mind the following
instruction of Hazrat Ali* which is also narrated by the Promised Messiah?s: A person was
praying at a time when it is not permissible to offer prayers. When Hazrat Ali* received a
complaint about this, he replied that he did not want to be the subject of these verses:

All relationships in life take a lot of work, effort and sacrifice. In Islam, the most important
relationship in a Muslim’s life is their parents. After obedience to God, the Holy Quran
teaches the importance of obedience to parents.

Those who are born and/or raised in Canada are different than their parents who have
immigrated here. Many Canadian Ahmadi children have a different language and culture from
their parents who have immigrated here from another country. Unfortunately, both language
and culture can be a barrier between themselves and their parents — if they let that happen!

For a child, their parents wear many different hats — they are their nurse, their cook, their
therapist, their best friend, their guide through life’s ups and downs. As children, we tend to
take our parents for granted, which is why the Holy Quran teaches us to be obedient and
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kind to our parents. Later in life, when our parents are aged and children are grown and
strong, roles reverse. Now, children must care for their elderly parents as they themselves
were taken care of in childhood. Where parents were expected to be patient and make
sacrifices for their children, adult children must be patient, kind and make sacrifices for
their aged parents.

It’s important to understand that language and culture do not have to be a barrier; if we have
put in the effort to be present and involved in our child’s life, then our relationship with our
child will be a lifelong bond. Remember that obedience, kindness and love do not need a
language or culture to be expressed.

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Prayer / Class #1 / Memorize the following prayer with translation

Salatul Vitr — Vitr literally means odd. There are three Rak‘at in this Prayer. It is offered after
the ‘Isha’ Prayer. It is preferable to recite Surah Al-A‘la, Surah Al-Kafirun and Surah Al-
Ikhlas respectively in these Rak‘at. However, this is not necessary. Any Surah or verses of the
Holy Quran can be recited. In the third Rak‘at of Vitr, after performing the Ruku‘, Du‘a’i
Qunut should be recited which is as follows:
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O Allah, we beseech Thy help and ask Thy protection and believe in Thee and trust in Thee and
we praise Thee in the best manner and we thank Thee and we are not ungrateful to Thee, and we
cast off and forsake him who disobeys Thee. O Allah! Thee alone do we serve and to Thee alone
do we pray and make obeisance and to Thee we flee and we are quick and we hope for Thy mercy
and we fear Thy chastisement, for surely Thy chastisement overtakes the unbelievers.

A lady wrote to Hazrat Amirul Momineen, Khalifatul Masih V22 and asked whether a woman was
permitted to lead men in prayer at home if she was the only one capable of doing so and if not,
then why? Huzoor-e-Anwar#, in his letter dated 16 January 2021, gave the following answer to
this question:

“A virtue of the Islamic teaching is that in it the rights and responsibilities of men and women
are determined separately according to their nature. Hence, only men are obligated to
observe salat in congregation and women have been excused from it. Their observing salat in
congregation has the status of a supererogatory act of worship. Therefore, in the presence of
men, a woman cannot become their imam and lead them in congregational prayers.

Neither the Holy Prophets2 nor any of his successors after him have ever assigned a woman to the
position of an imam of men.

Sometimes, when the Promised Messiah#s, who is the Hakam ‘Adl of this age, used to offer his
prayers at home due to some illness, he used to lead the prayers himself. Since standing would

cause Huzoors to become unsteady, he used to have Hazrat Amma Jan [his wife] stand next to
him instead of her standing behind him.

Therefore, if there are both men and women in a place, then the imam of the prayers will be a
man, because the man who has the authority to perform the prayers, and his own prayers become
valid, the prayers of others will also be valid under his leadership.”

Salat is the second pillar of Islam, after Kalimah. A Muslim is defined by this act of worshiping
Allah five times a day. However, for some people it can be a real struggle to understand the
importance of Salat or be punctual and regular in offering it:

I am overwhelmed right now between all of my responsibilities and even though I
don’t mean to, I don’t always offer all of my five daily prayers or I offer them very
late. How can I improve the regularity of my Salat?

Salat is the one mode of worship that Muslims have been commanded repeatedly in the Holy Quran to
engage in as the formal mode of establishing, strengthening, and maintaining a relationship with Allah
Almighty. Allah has said in the Holy Quran that the purpose of life is to worship Him (51:57). Salat is
so important that the Holy Prophets2has said “Giving up Prayer is tantamount to disbelief and
paganism” (Muslim). In fact, Hazrat Shaqiq ibn Abdullah™ relates that the companions of the Holy
Prophets did not consider neglect of any obligation as mounting to disbelief except neglect of Prayer
(Tirmidhi).

If we are struggling to be punctual and/or regular in our Salat, we need to ask ourselves, “Why isn’t
Salat important to me?” Is it because we are born Ahmadi and have taken it for granted that Salat is
just something we are supposed to do? Or have we let ourselves get lost in the world and its business
without balancing it with the growth of our spirituality?

Such questions naturally leads to a consideration of the strength of our relationship with God. If we
haven’t take the time to get to know God, study His attributes, then we can’t expect that we would be
eager to read Salat or enjoy this form of worship. Encourage members to share practical tips on
how we can increase in our love for Allah and how to ensure their Salat is offered
punctually and regularly.

Some time later the man came back and told the Holy Prophets2 that, having followed his advice,
he was now free from all three vices. The Holy Prophets2 asked him for the details of his struggle
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and the man said: "One day I wanted to indulge in liquor and was about to do so when I
bethought myself of my promise to you and realized that if any of my friends asked me whether I
had taken liquor, I would have to admit it as I could no longer utter a falsehood. This would
mean that I would acquire an evil reputation among my friends and they would in future avoid
me. Thinking thus, I persuaded myself to postpone drinking to some later occasion andwas able
to withstand the temptation at the time. In the same way when I found myself inclined towards
fornication I argued with myself that indulgence in the vice would expose me to the loss of the
esteem of my friends as I would either have to tell a falsehood if questioned by them, thus
breaking my promise to you, or I would have to admit my sin. In this way I continued to struggle
between my resolve to fulfil my promise to you and my desire to indulge in liquor and in
adultery. When some time had passed I began to lose the inclination to indulge in these vices and
the resolve to keep away from falsehood has now saved me from the other two also."

Prayer / Class #1 / Memorize the following prayer with translation

The Imam commences the funeral Prayer by saying Allahu Akbar, i.e. Allah is the Greatest,
loudly. The followers say the same in a low tone. Everyone then recites Thana’ and Surah Al-
Fatihah silently. The Imam then says Allahu Akbar without raising his hand. The

followers say Allahu Akbar too, but in a low tone. Then the whole congregation

recites Durud silently. After that the Imam says Allahu Akbar for the third time audibly and the
particular prayers for the deceased as given below, are recited silently. The Imam then

says Allahu Akbar for the fourth time and, turning his face towards the right says Assalamu
‘Alaikum wa Rahmatullah, and turning his face towards the left repeats the same to mark the
end of the Prayer. The followers, too, say Assalamu ‘Alaikum wa Rahmatullah, in a low tone
and also turn their faces to the right and left.

There is no Ruku‘ or Prostration in the Funeral Prayer.

If the deceased is an adult, male or female, the following Prayer is recited:

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Etiquette of Mourning a Loved One / Class #2

One must not give in to any superstitions. The condolences and conditions of bereavement
should be maintained for three days. After that life should come back to normal. However, the
period of bereavement as applicable to the widow of the deceased is four months and ten days
(Ch. 2:235). According to the Holy Quran, this is a period to stabilise her mentally and
emotionally as women are under a great stress, more so than men in this situation, and they need
protection from those who sometimes exploit their helplessness by sympathising at the time
when such women are more vulnerable. During this period, a widow should not leave her
house except for unavoidable needs. In case the woman is the only earning hand in the
family and she has to keep up her job obligations, then she is allowed to go out for the purpose of
performing her essential professional responsibilities, without socialising herself.

Women can attend the funeral (Janaza) prayer for the deceased, but it is better that they not
attend the burial and wait to visit the cemetery afterwards, as instructed by the Holy Prophetsa.
Hazrat Umme Atiyyah relates: “We were forbidden to follow funerals, but the prohibition was
not harsh” (Muslim).

What Should We do? / Class #2/ 15 min Tarbiyati Discussion

As Muslims, we know that lying is a sin and an act of shirk. In fact, Qawl-e-Sadeed (say the
straightforward word) is a Quranic teaching. Unfortunately, we are living in a society now that is
not very truthful. This is reflected through the increase of injustices and the spread of social
media. People are increasingly telling lies.

How can I deal with a family member (spouse, parent, child, etc) or close friend who
often does not speak truthfully and does not think it’s a big deal to tell small lies?

In this scenario, it’s important to separate out children (who are still learning) from the adults
(who should know better).

The Tarbiyat of children involves teaching them from a young age to hate lying. This is one
practical advice of Hazrat Amman Jan™ who also taught her own children to do this. She would
say out loud that her children state the truth, thus putting this thought in their minds that they
must then be always truthful. In addition to this, we must openly discuss that it’s not okay to tell
small/white lies or to state something that is not truthful only to quickly state “just joking!”,
which is something some children do for fun. And we must also acknowledge the difficulties our
children face at school or with their friends who may frequently lie. We should talk to our
children about why people lie and what are the consequences of this. As the saying goes, “to hide
one lie, a thousand lies are needed.”

In adulthood, people can lie for many different reasons, such as in business dealings or during
the Rishta nata process. When dealing with adults, it’s important to remember that we are
responsible only for ourselves. The first step should be to pray to Allah and seek guidance from
Him, as any changes in a person are at His will. We should then try to speak to our family
member/friend about the negative effect of their lying on the relationship and it’s larger impact
on the whole family/household. Trust in any relationship is very important and essentially, there
cannot be a healthy and productive relationship without it. If one values a relationship, they
strive to protect that trust. We can also remind them that lying is a form of shirk and share the
hadith we have reviewed this month. And again, the emphasis for ourselves should be to pray for
those who are weaker in their faith and struggling to overcome moral weaknesses.

She presented the
bangles to the Holy Prophets2 and said: “I give these to Allah the Lord of Honour and Glory and
His Messengers2”.

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Nisab (Quorum) of Zakat / Class #2

In Islamic teaching, a Muslim is obligated to pay Zakat on certain items. For example, Zakat is obligatory
on livestock, precious metals like gold, silver, etc and on all ornaments which are not in use for a year or
so0. Nisab (quorum) is a set threshold that determines if Zakat is to be paid or not. For example, if a
person has equal to or more than 7.5 (87.5 grams) of gold or 52.5 Tolas (614.25 grams) of silver, then
they are obligated to pay Zakat. For any cash savings that have not been used in a year or so, the Jama’at
determines the Nisab. The rate of Zakat to pay is 2.5% of the total value of the item.
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The Promised Messiahs says: "According to some people, Zakat is not payable on gold and silver
which is worn and is sometimes given to poor women for use. And it is better that Zakat should
be paid on jewellery which is worn but is not given to the poor. This is the practice of my family
also. They pay Zakat on their jewellery every year. Furthermore, there is no disagreement about
the payment of Zakat on jewellery which is kept safe like money." (Al-Hakam November 17,
1905)

Basic information about the payment of Zakat

Q: Can Zakat be paid before it becomes binding?
A: Yes.

Q: What is the time-limit for paying Zakat?
A: Zakat must be paid within one year of the day when it becomes payable.

Q: Does Zakat apply on the amount which has been given as a loan?

A: Zakat is not payable on the amount which has been given as a loan. However it will become
payable one year after the said loan has been returned. Moreover money deposited in banks will
not be considered as loan rather, it will be treated as savings.

Q: What is the procedure for paying Zakat on an amount preserved in a bank or elsewhere?
A: If the amount preserved is equal to or greater than the Nisab, then Zakat will become payable
upon it after the completion of one year.

Q: Is Chanda a substitute for Zakat?
A: Chanda is no substitute for Zakat. Those upon whom Zakat is binding must fulfil this
obligation.
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Q: Is Zakat levied on all the items as a whole, or is it to be levied separately on each?

A: Zakat is not levied on all the items as a whole, rather it is levied on each item separately.
Whenever an item is equal to or more than the Nisab (52.5 Tolas/614.25 grams of silver), Zakat
will be levied on it.

Q: Will Zakat be levied on the total property or only that which exceeds the Nisab?

A: Zakat will be levied on the total amount. It is not sufficient to pay Zakat on that which exceeds
the Nisab. For instance, if someone has 55 tolas of Silver, he shall pay Zakat on 55 tolas and not
just on 2.5 tolas.

Zakat is one of the pillars of Islam and it’s payment is a commandment of Allah that is repeatedly
emphasized throughout the Holy Quran, second only to the observance of Salat. However, many
Muslims are not aware of it’s importance and blessings.

This question is important, because a lack of understanding of the importance and blessings of
Zakat can lead a person away from Islam and attaining the nearness of Allah.

Zakat is not a chanda, but it is a form of sadgah (charity) that Allah commands us to pay.
Like Salat or fasting, paying Zakat is a pillar of Islam. Zakat is obligatory and must be paid by

every Muslim man and woman on whom it applies.

The Promised Messiah#s says: “Zakat is so called because when man gives Zakat—gives away
his beloved possessions for the sake of God— he is freed from the impurity of miserliness. And
when the impurity of miserliness—which man is naturally prone to—departs from within a
person, he attains a certain degree of purity and so acquires an affinity with God who is Holy

in His Being.” (Source: Fighul Masih pg 221 & Barahin-e-Ahmadiyya Part V, English

In The Philosophy of Zakat, we read: “According to the law of Islam one has to pay 2.5% of
one’s cash money, capital, stock and tradeable assets, including jewelry in gold and silver of
which one was in possession for one full year, provided that one had more than the assessable
limit. This is paid to help the poor and the needy, as has been commanded by the Holy Quran
and explained and put into practice by the Holy Prophet himself, peace and blessings of Allah
be upon him.

It must be remembered that Zakat is not an income tax which is levied on one’s income. But it
is levied on one’s savings and is spent wholly for the benefit of the poor and the needy. Islam
has imposed Zakat on wealth and properties which have the attribute of increasing and
multiplying and which could also be preserved safely, for which reason it is assessed every
year during which one has had ample chances of spending. It is on this principle that gold,
silver, cash in any shape or form, business stock, goats, sheep and cattle which feed
themselves by grazing and all the produce from the land are assessable for Zakat. But no Zakat
is to be paid on land, houses for personal residence, and other goods in daily use. Fruit and
vegetables are not assessable.”

Clearly, Zakat leads to the moral and spiritual betterment of an individual person as well as
the betterment of society as a whole. Remember that the Holy Prophets2 has said “"Verily, a
time comes, when people will find it a burden to pay Zakat on their belongings” (Kinzul
‘Umal, Kitabul Zakat). May we always be eager to pay our Zakat and attain the nearness of
Allah through our finanical sacrifices made in His way. Ameen!

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The rights of the neighbour have been explained in detail by the Holy Prophet Muhammadse.

He said, "If a person keeps his door closed to the neighbour for fear of any loss to his wealth or
family, he is not a believer. A person from whose mischief his neighbours are not safe, is also not
a believer. Do you know the rights of the neighbour? When a neighbour asks for help, help
should be offered, when he asks for a loan, give him loan, if he needs anything, fulfil his need, if
he isill, go and enquire about his health, congratulate him on his good fortune, console him in
his hour of grief and when he dies, participate in his funeral prayer. Do not raise your walls so
high that free circulation of air is restricted for the neighbour, but you can do it if the neighbour
agrees to it. Do not upset his feeling with the aroma of your cooking; send him some of the
cooked food. If you buy fruit, send some of it to the neighbour as a gift. If you are not able to do
it, then take the fruit in the house quietly and let not your children eat this fruit outside in case
the neighbour's children get upset." (Mundhari)

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Our religion Islam teaches us to perform physical and financial acts of worship; it also describes
verbal salutations as righteousness and tells us: A word of goodness is an act of charity.

When Hazrat Gabriel transported the Holy Prophets2 during the incident of Miraj, the Holy
Prophets? offered praise to Allah Almlghty in these words:

All verbal worship and all physzcal acts of worship and financial sacrifices are due to Allah.
And Allah, accepting these words of homage, responded to the Holy Prophets as:

Peace be upon you O Prophet and the Mercy of Allah and His Blessings. Gabriel®, on listening
to this discourse of respect and love, bore witness in these words:

I bear witness that there is none worthy of worship besides Allah and I bear witness that
Muhammadse is His servant and Prophet.

Salam means peace, blessings and mercy. One of Allah’s attributes is “As-Salam” that means the
Source and Provider of Peace. He gave this valuable gift and prayer to Hazrat Muhammads2 and
told him to spread this message to the whole world so the society is filled with the prayers of
peace and mankind may get rid of the spiritual vices as envy and jealousy and ill-will and
Muslims may become true well-wishers of each other.

One should greet each other with the salutation “Assalamo Alaikum” that means peace and
blessings of Allah be upon you. It is an Islamic tradition and the first greeting and gift that one
would be bestowed on meeting God. The traditions of the Holy Prophets2 relate that Gabrielzs
used to greet the Prophets? with the salutation of peace and the Holy Prophets replied with the
same words.

One should not only return the greeting but also enhance it further as to increase the reward or
merit points. Allah says in the Qur " an: And when you are greeted with a prayer, greet ye with a
better prayer or at least return it. Surely, Allah takes account of all things. (4:87)

One should always try to be the first one to greet others, as it has more reward. Hazrat Abu
Amamar relates that the Holy Prophets2 was asked: “Messenger of Allah, when two persons meet
who should greet the other one first?” He answered: “The one who is closer to Allah.” (Tirmidhi)

One should multiply the greeting of peace; this increases the feelings of love and respect for one
another. Multiplying the greeting of peace is among the seven things that the Holy Prophets2 has
enjoined upon Muslims. (Bokhari)

Hazrat Abu Hurairah™ relates that the Holy Prophets2 said: “You will not enter Paradise until you
believe, and you will not be a (true) believer until you love each other. Shall I tell you the practice
that creates love among one another? It is promoting the greeting of peace.” (Muslim)

One should salute everyone he meets, whether he knows him or not. The Holy Prophets has
declared that the salutation of peace is mandatory in the establishment of Islamic unity and
brotherhood. The Holy Prophets2 said: “Extend the greeting of peace to everyone whether it be
an acquaintance or a stranger.”

Sometimes people have preconceived notions and ideas about people that they don’t know. And
certainly, the media has played a very big role in negatively colouring people’s perspective of Muslims
especially. Generally, people are scared of what they don’t know — the unknown can be scary! Due to
their own ignorance, they are scared of people who don’t look like them or eat what they eat, or speak a
different language. We can’t expect that everyone will like us, but the beautiful teachings and life
example of our beloved Holy Prophets* shows us that we can eventually win them over.

If we can keep in mind that our job is only to please Allah by following His commandments, it will help
us to always remain civil with our neighbours. First of all, we should pray to Allah that we have good
neighbours and that we ourselves prove to be good neighbours. We should be the first to say salaam;
ask them how they are doing — make small talk if it seems like they may have a few minutes. We can
encourage our husband and kids to clean the driveway we share with our neighbour during the winter,
or cut the grass on the front lawn we share with them. We should send gifts at Eid and at the time of
the new year. We should make the effort to acknowledge the neighbour’s special events. And much
more!

And what if they neighbour doesn’t respond to our greeting? Or doesn’t acknowledge any of our acts of
kindness? It doesn’t matter! Our concern is with Allah only and that He sees the efforts we are

making. Hard ice takes its time to melt in the sun. Inshallah we will see the fruit of our prayers and
deeds.
